How is your program doing?


Starting our 5th year, Vermont was in the 1st cohort funded through the US Dept of Labor. We have continued the program using a variety of state and federal dollars (partially through our states’ CCDBG quality set aside) as well as vigorous pursuit of foundation, federal and community grants. We have aligned ourselves with other quality initiatives in Vermont, used outreach to communities as well as allowing other child care workers the opportunity to access our tuition free college courses statewide. We have helped over 650 non apprentice child care workers receive college credits, some of them using this training for CDA requirements. This collaboration is the backbone of our funding success.





What are the challenges?


For participants-


Time-on the job time for observation and assessment, including the vital system of providing clear, supportive feedback about the observations and setting goals for the apprentice to work towards.





For VCCICC-the constant pursuit of grant funding and the challenge of supporting a statewide initiative with 2 staff people.





Are we successful? YES!


Vermont has completed 20 apprentices (16 in 2003, 3 in 2004, 1 so far in 2005) with an additional 17 enrolled at this time. We anticipate 7 will complete in 2005 and 10 in 2006.
