Advocacy Update





There is a lot happening on the advocacy front! 





Child Care Subsidies: The Department for Children and Families has proposed some major changes to Vermont’s Child Care Financial Assistance (Subsidy) Program. After visiting each region and getting input from the Kids Are Priority One Coalition, the Department made a number of changes. Overall, the Kids Are Priority One lead organizations see the proposed changes as a step in the right direction. Building Bright Futures: The Governor appointed some new members to the  statewide Building Bright Futures Council, including Melissa Riegel-Garrett. Melissa is the Kids Are Priority One Coalition’s Communications Director and the Executive Director of the Vermont Association for the Education of Young Children. The Coalition will be working with State Council members and regional Building Bright Futures Councils to get legislation passed during the 2010 legislative session that makes Building Bright Futures a permanent entity in state statute.





Public Education Funding for Early Education: The passage of Act 62 in 2007 has led to the creation of many new partnerships between public schools and community-based early education programs. These partnerships benefit families by increasing access to quality early care and education services. They also help to stabilize early childhood programs by providing a new source of revenue. The Kids Are Priority One Coalition staff is working with state policymakers to iron out some of the issues association with implementation of Act 62.
